A response was received from Ceredigion County Council:- We write to advise that, as things currently stand there is no seasonal street cleaning requirement in Llangybi Ward, and the grass cutting is designated as a highway maintenance cut and so no amenity areas that Ceredigion County Council would be looking for Llangybi Community Council to provide.



There is the potential for some longer-term discussions in relation to separating some of those grass cutting areas into amenity/highway safety cuts, and officers of the Authority will be in further contact with you shortly to discuss this further.
