We were there on Thursday morning, with Kayleigh Tonkins from the Road Safety department - Ceredigion County. We spoke to 12 drivers who were apparently driving over 20mph. After this, we went into the school to talk to pupils in years 5 and 6 with Miss Rhian. I have asked the kids to design posters for us to give to the drivers next time regarding the effect of driving too fast.
