6.1

Dropped Kerbs – Since the original query was closed without us receiving any clarification of what actions were taken, the Clerk re-submitted the query, and the following response was reported back, through CLIC:-


19/09/2024 – The issue you have reported has been passed to  Highway Inspector for investigation and action if/as appropriate. Please note that all highways maintained at public expense are subject to regular safety inspections.

Hedge at 1, Rhydlanfair, Llangybi – Following a visit from a team member of Barcud, the following report was received:- The trees are NOT within Barcud’s boundary. They are beyond that on the school’s land which is owned by CCC. I have informed CCC of this and they have sent out a member of their maintenance team to assess the trees on Thursday 12th September 2024. I have had no further update from CCC despite me contacting them twice. I did have a call back yesterday but the lady I spoke to realised it was not for her department and has passed the issue on the relevant department. I am yet to hear any further.
The hedge running along the A485 remains to be cut, and this is a requested made by one of the residents. The Clerk to forward the message from Barcud on to the school, and to also attach a copy, when raising a query with Ceredigion County Council about these findings on CLIC. The next Community Council will be held on Wednesday the 23rd of October. If we have not received a response from Ceredigion County Council by then, Cllr Heather Holgate will be able to raise it at the School Governors meeting on the 24th of October.

6.4 Hamdden – Cllr Dai Davies will attend their monthly meeting on behalf of the Community Council on the 7th of February 2025.

6.5 Grass Cutting – A decision was made to ask Phil to do as much as he can for £150. Cllr Gaynor Jones and Cllr Eryl Evans or Cllr Heather Holgate to arrange a meeting with Phil to discuss further what needs cutting. The areas discussed were: from old school down towards the square and towards Llanfair Road. The branches around the Llangybi Sign from Llanfair need to be cut back – Cllr Gaynor has volunteered to take care of this.
