6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 
6.1 1 Rhydlanfair, Llangybi – A letter was received from the school asking for a contribution towards the cost of cutting the hedge/trees between the school and 1, Rhydlanfair. Ceredigion County Council have asked the school to contribute £500.00 towards the cost. It was agreed to contribute £100.00.
6.2 Hedge Between the School and Playground – A quote was received from Lampeter Trees for £550.00 + VAT. It was proposed to ask Lampeter Trees to carry out the work, but to also ask if there was any chance of bringing the price down, as they are also undertaking the work on the hedge between the school and 1, Rhydlanfair. The Clerk to contact Lampeter Trees to discuss further.

8. UP DATE FROM COUNCILLOR EVANS
8.1 Creuddyn Bridge Light – Cllr Evans has asked Ceredigion County Council for a light to be placed in the Bus Stop at Creuddyn Bridge. A response was received from Ceredigion County Council explaining that there is currently no available funding to undertake new installation lighting schemes. Initial inspection of the site indicates any lighting column installations will be extremely difficult due to power supply constraints and the lack of suitable lighting column placements. The situation will be continually monitored and works prioritised accordingly.
Cllr Evans had asked if a Solar Light could be installed similar to one in another area of Ceredigion, and this was an option that Ceredigion County Council could provide:- In the next financial year, I will be seeking to replace these lights as they are nearing end of life, would be adding the light you require in Creuddyn Bridge as part of the project.
9. CEREDIGION COUNTY COUNCIL
9.1 November Council Meetings – the minutes for the meetings held Aberystwyth, Aberaeron and Cardigan back in November were received.
9.2 Precept 2025/2026 – The Clerk had previously distributed to the Councillors a report of the Budget Proposal for the 2025/2026 Precept. Following a discussion regarding the contents of the report it was agreed to raise the Precept by 15%.
9.3 Code of Conduct Training – 11th of February 2025 at 6.00pm via Zoom – The Clerk advised all Councillors to attend this training.

9.4 Olmarch Lamp – Ceredigion County Council are in the process of adopting the new lamp that was placed in Olmarch. The Clerk has contacted Centregreat for details regarding the installation following a request from Ceredigion County Council.

Cllr Evans has already started to look at the application form for funding from the National Lottery, and has also looked at other options available. The Pension Regulator – An e-mail was received reminding the Community Council to update their details online.

Letter – Traffic in Silian – a resident in Silian has sent a letter airing his concerns of the traffic, especially large articulated lorries using the road through Silian as a short cut. It is not a road suitable for these large vehicles, and residents are concerned for their safety. Members of the Community Council agreed with their views, and will ask Ceredigion County Council of the possibilities for a sign advising drivers of these vehicles that this road is not suitable and that the road should only be used by HGV for access only and not as a cut though. The Clerk to send a letter through CLIC to Ceredigion County Council and to reply to David Wilson’s e-mail informing him of our discussion.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

School new Gas Heating System – A letter was received from Heini Thomas, asking for the Community Councils opinion on the new Gas system Ceredigion County Council are proposing to install at the school. She sent a picture of the 2 large gas cylinders that would be placed on the school yard, and is very concerned about the impact they will have on the school’s appearance. An intense discussion was had regarding these plans, and Councillors were quite shocked that the County Council were even thinking of installing a Gas system as in their opinion a mor environmentally friendly, greener and more resilient option would have available. With the roof space of the school are Solar Panels an option? The Community Council to send a letter to the Council voicing their concerns and to also copy Cllr Eryl Evans and Mrs Heini Thomas into the e-mail.
