8. UP DATE FROM COUNCILLOR EVANS
8.1 Creuddyn Bridge – Lighting – Ceredigion County Council will know by the spring how much funding there will be for lighting – and the bus shelter at Creuddyn Bridge will hopefully be considered.
8.2 Keep Wales Tidy, Top Up Package – has arrived for Silian and the plants have all been planted.

The Clerk contacted Mrs Heini Thomas at the school and applied for a Vegetable Start Up Package – hopefully we will know in a few months whether the application will be successful.
