1. CHAIRPERSONS WELCOME
The Chairperson welcomed everyone to the meeting – Cllr Sion Evans.
2. APOLOGIES

3. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Hellen Edgell and Mandy King attended the meeting on behalf of Cyfeillion Cybi to present the Council with a plan for the village with regards to planting etc. They also had some question regarding areas and items within the village that they would like to tidy up. They had designed a plan of the village on paper and marked the different areas they were looking at to plant more bulbs, wild seed planting, woodland plants, benches, mural for the bridge (maybe a project that could involve the school), painting and a general tidy up of the village. Village Grass Cutting – A revised quote was received from Phill Howells for the annual grass cutting within Llangybi - £320.00 per cut and £35.00 per cut for Cae Chwarae Rhydlanfair Playground. A discussion was had on  how often the work should be carried out and the following was agreed:- 

Cae Chwarae Rhydlanfair Playground - Maximum of 4 cuts from now until the end of September – Phil to decide on when to do the cuts, and to also let the Clerk know when he has done them. Village Cutting – Maximum of £700 up until the end of September to be co-ordinated with Cyfeillion Cybi due to the new plan they have in place for planting flower, bulbs etc within the village. This year’s agreement will be a pilot scheme to see how it works and will be reviewed again next year.
Annual Accounts (Audit Wales) – the Accounts were received back from Mr Gareth Jones, External Auditor and found to be correct. The Chairperson Cllr Sion Evans and Clerk Rhiannon Lloyd Williams signed the documents.

Opt Out Form – Cllr Dai Davies, Cllr Sion Evans and Cllr Lowri Pugh Davies signed the Op Out Form for 2025 – 2026.

8. UP DATE FROM COUNCILLOR EVANS

Cllr Eryl Evans update the members with a few issues being discussed within Ceredigion County Council:-
Residual Waste Restrictions – 3 black bags every 3 weeks. The Welsh Government are pushing the targets, and councils could  be fined for not meeting Recycling Targets.
Air Quality – Ceredigion has some of the highest air quality in Wales.
Bronglais Stroke Services – a petition will be shared with member to sign, and needs to be shared as much as possible to try and save Bronglais Stroke Services.

9. CEREDIGION COUNTY COUNCIL

Identification of Potential Emergency Rest Centre Venues – it was decided to nominated Ysgol Y Dderi, Llangybi as a possible site.
Ceredigion Play Area Capital Grant – the closing date to apply for this Grant has now been extended to the 6th of July. The Clerk to create a Survey and share it with the school and on social media to get community response as part of the Application.

11. LLANGYBI PLAYGROUND
The grant application made to the Lottery has been rejected. We need to look at other revenues for funding and also to take a look at why the application was rejected – can make changes to the original application and re-submit.

DEFIBRILLATOR

School’s Defibrillator – The school Defibrillator was inherited when Meithrinfa Dyfodol closed. The equipment and staff training has been updated with St John’s but is expensive to maintain and due to lack of funding and staff time to check the equipment, so it will be taken down over the summer.

The possibility of the Community Council could take over this Defibrillator was suggested. This item will be discussed further at the next meeting.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Capel Cilwyn – A letter was received asking for help with funding the cost to cut down the trees next to the cemetery. Mr Crowe who owns the houses next door to the trees, but has now sold 2 of them, and he is worried about the safety of the houses if another storm comes. Lampeter Trees have examined the trees and they are awaiting a quote to cut them down. Cllr Sion Evans updated us with a quote that had been received. He will contact Mr Crowe to see if he would consider paying half of the cost for the work to be carried out.
